A. LAPD Senior Lead Officer (SLO) Dantzler

Officer Dantzler shared that
all new recruits in the area tour designated critical infrastructure sites so they are aware of the potential
dangers in the communities they serve. PVNA to follow up with fire department to see if they too tour new
firefighters to designated critical infrastructure sites.

= Question from PVNA member about active shooter occurrence at LACMA. FYI Wilshire Division will do active shooter
training for any organization. Perhaps LACMA needs a refresher course. SLO for that area is Officer Andrew Jones.

= Questions on lighting in streets continues to be a discussion. While CD 10 Field Representative Mayra Guevara was not
able to join meeting today, group and police continue to acknowledge the issues and dangers of neighborhood
darkness.

Venice regarding the infractions of their business.
